higher in all criminal justice courses and in all 
courses cross-listed with criminal justice courses.

 Students must earn a grade of “C” or higher in 
ENGL 1001, ENGL 1002, and MATH 1021. 

 

 Students must achieve an overall grade point 
average of at least 2.0 on all college work 
attempted. 

 

 Students must be enrolled at LSUA during the 
semester in which their degrees are awarded. 

 

 Students will receive no degree credit for courses 
numbered below 1000, i.e., for developmental 
education courses. 

 

 At least 25% of the total number of hours required 
for a degree must be earned in courses taught by 
LSUA. 
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Additional Requirements for Baccalaureate Degrees

 Students must complete at least 45 semester hours 

at the 3000 level or above. 
 

 Students must complete at least 15 semester hours 
at the 4000 level.
